Introduction to Air Quality Monitoring 

Programme and Course Content

Subject to demand

The course will comprise approximately 32 hours of lectures. Students will be expected to spend additional time reading supplied course materials, as well as supplementary readings (16 hours).  A comprehensive file of printed course materials will be supplied. A CD-ROM disk, containing the MS-PowerPoint presentations of the presented lectures will be distributed during the course.

Students will be required to submit a written assignment (5,000 words or 10-12 pages).

There will be a written examination of two hours on a Saturday morning after completion of the lectures. Candidates must please ensure that they can attend the examination at the prescribed venue.  There will be no supplementary examination, except in the case of illness AND where an original medical doctor’s certificate is presented.  The cost of the supplementary examination will be borne by the candidate.
Assessment will be based on a combined mark for the major assignment (40%) and the exam (60%).  The overall pass mark for the award of the qualification is 50%, with a minimum of 45% for the exam.
